Florida received the No. 2 overall seed
in the 2012 NCAA Championships and was
awarded one of 16 host sites for the first and
second rounds of the event.

The Gators defeated South Carolina
State, 4-0, Washington State, 6-0, Michigan,
4-0, No. 11 Miami, 4-0, and Duke, 4-3, to
advance to the NCAA Final where they will
play No. 1 UCLA on Tuesday at 1 p.m.

The team round of 16 through the final,
as well as the 64-player singles draw and the
32-team doubles draw will be played the Dan
Magill Tennis Complex on the campus of the
University of Georgia

The 2012 Championships marked the
25th time in the 31-year history of the event
that the Gators played in the NCAA Round
of 16, the 25th time in the quarterfinals, the
22nd time in the semifinals and the 13th time
in the championship match.

Florida vs. UCLA

Florida holds a slight 13-10 lead in the
all-time series against UCLA, including a 7-5
edge in NCAA meetings.

The teams most recently met in last
year’s NCAA Semifinals, where the Gators
took the deceiving 4-0 victory en route to
winning their fifth national championship.

The Gators and Bruins have never
played each other in the final.

Florida vs. SEC Teams
Florida is an incredible 399-25 all-time against the SEC,
including a 337-16 record in regular-season matches (11-0 in 2011-
12).

Home-Sweet-Home
Florida boasts a remarkable 442-25 all-time home record
when playing in Gainesville, including a 12-0 record in 2011-12.

107 and Counting

Florida finished 12-0 at home this year and extended its overall
program-record home winning streak of 107, which includes 19
wins in postseason play (SEC and NCAA Tournament). The Gators
set a new standard with their 6-1 victory over Mississippi State on
March 29, 2009, passing the previous record of 60.

The last time the Gators fell at home was on May 15, 2004, in the
second round of the NCAA Tournament to Miami (Fla.), 4-3.

Perfection at Home
Florida capped its home slate with a 12-0 record and produced
the 22nd undefeated home record in program history.

112 and Counting

Florida (10-0 at home this year) has won 112 consecutive
reqular-season home matches - not including SEC Tournament or
NCAA Championship events. The current streak is the longest of its
kind in program history, passing the 71 in a row compiled from 1994-
2001.

The Gators last regular-season setback at Linder Stadium was on
April 7, 2002, when Georgia defeated Florida, 4-3.

Florida vs. In-State Opponents
Florida owns an impressive 193-33 record against in-state rivals
and has reeled off 15 straight victories against Sunshine State
opponents, with the most recent a 4-0 win against Miami on May 19,
2012 in the 2012 NCAA quarterfinals.
The Gators’ last loss to an instate foe was a 5-2 decision on
Feb. 28, 2009 against Florida State in Tallahassee.

Will at No. 1
Allie Will earned the No. 1 singles ranking in the Feb. 16 ITA
national ratings and became the ninth different Gator since the 1988
season to earn the No. 1 singles ranking, joining Halle Cioffe, Nicole
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Arendt, Lisa Raymond, Jill Craybas, Jessica Lehnhoff, Alexis Gordon,
Jennifer Magley and Diana Srebrovic.

Double No. 1!

When the March 27 ITA national rankings were released, Allie
Will and Sofie Oyen were the No. 1-ranked doubles team in the
country. The Gator pair was ranked No. 1 three times during the
2010-11 season.

Will became only the second Gator ever to be ranked No. 1 in
both singles and doubles in the same season, joining Nicole Arendt,
who sat atop both charts during the 1990-91 season.

In a career, only Will, Arendt and Jessica Lehnhoff have been
ranked No. 1 in both singles and doubles. Lehnhoff was ranked No.
1 in singles on April 17, 24 and May 1, 2002, while claiming the No.
1 doubles ranking in the 2000-01 final chart after winning the 2001
NCAA Doubles Championships with Whitney Laiho.

SEC Title ... by the Numbers

The Gators have captured the SEC regular-season title 26 times
in the 33 years the league has sponsored women'’s tennis. Florida
has won 24 of those 26 titles outright, sharing the crown in 1990 and
2007.

The 2012 championship was Florida’s third consecutive season
posting an undefeated league record (11-0), as well as the 21st time
in program history.

SEC Tournament Talk
*The Gators have won 18 of the 25 SEC Tournament titles (1982,
'90, '91, ’92, '93, '95, '96, '97, '98, '00, '02, ‘03, ‘04, ‘05, ‘06, ‘10, ‘11
& ‘12). Georgia has claimed six crowns (1983, ‘94, 2001 & '07, ‘08,
‘09), while Ole Miss captured the 1999 tournament.

*Florida boasts a 66-7 all-time record in SEC Tournament action, with
six of those losses coming against Georgia and the other to Ole Miss.

*Florida has been either the No. 1 or No. 2 seed in the SEC Tourna-
ment 23 times in the 25-year history of the event (including 2012).
The two exceptions were in 2005, when the Gators entered the
tournament with the No. 3 seed before winning the title, and in 2009,
when the team fell in the semifinals as the No. 4 seed.

*Florida has advanced to the finals of the SEC Tournament in 23 of
the 25 years the event has been played, capturing 16 titles.

*The 2006 title run was the first time the Gators swept every oppo-
nent en route to winning the crown.

*The Gators have won the SEC Tournament title in seven of the 10
years under head coach Roland Thornqyvist, finishing runner-up in
2007 & 2008.

*The 2001 & 2009 events marked the only times the Gators failed to
reach the title match, falling to Georgia in the semifinals both times.

SEC Title No. 8 for Thornqvist
Florida’s 7-0 victory against LSU on April 8 secured at least a
share of its 25th Southeastern Conference regular-season champion-
ship and marked the eighth SEC championship in the 11-year tenure
of head coach Roland Thornqyvist.

Double the Success
The 2012 sweep of the SEC regular-season and tournament
titles was the 15th time Florida has won both championships in the
same season.

Tops in Titles
Florida’s 2012 SEC regular-season championship is the pro-
gram’s 26th of a possible 33 SEC titles, as well as its third consecu-
tive conference crown. The Gators have won more SEC women'’s
championships than any other women’s team at any school in any
sport.

Hitimana Joins Century Club
During the April 1 win at Alabama, junior Caroline Hitimana col-
lected the 100th combined singles and doubles win of her career and
became the 44th member of the Gator’s 100-victory club.

Cercone Joins Century Club

During the March 30 match at Auburn, Alexandra Cercone
provided the finishes touches on Florida’s 7-0 victory, as she rallied
for a 4-6, 7-6 (1), 1-0 (10-6) over Jackie Kasler and earned her 100th
combined singles and doubles victory. The Gator sophomore became
the 43rd member of the Gator’s 100-victory club, as she won her
57th match on the singles court, shortly after winning her 43rd on the
doubles court against the Tigers.

Quite a Start by Embree

Junior Lauren Embree did not lose a GAME in singles through
the first two dual matches this year.

In the 7-0 team sweep against UCF on Feb. 1st, Embree
defeated Genevieve Lorbergs 6-0, 6-0 for her fourth career double-
bagel singles win after blanking Troy’s Olfa Dhaoui in 45 minutes.

For Embree, the win against UCF also marked her 43rd
straight dual match singles win, as she had not dropped a singles
decision in team competition since Feb. 14, 2010 in the National
Team Indoor Championships.

Both remarkable runs came to an end on Feb. 4 at Baylor,
where Embree lost to Nina Secerbegovic, 3-6, 6-4, 7-5. The Gator
junior entered that match with a 46-3 dual match singles record.

Opening Day Success
The Gators defeated Troy in their first dual match of 2012 and
improved to 37-3 all-time in season-opening dual matches. UF has
won 28 consecutive season-openers, with the last loss a 7-2 setback
at Miami on Feb. 1, 1985.

First Win of 2012 = Thornqvist’s 250th at UF

The Gators presented coach Roland Thornqvist with his 250th
Florida victory with the team’s season-opening 7-0 sweep against
Troy (Jan. 25).

Thornqvist’'s UF and overall record at the time of the milestone
win stood at
2011-12 dual match season with a 250-30 record in 11 seasons with
the Gators and 325-80 in his 16-year career.

Fantastic Fall Season

The Gators enjoyed one of their strongest fall seasons in years,
highlighted by three appearances in finals of the two collegiate grand
slam events, with Allie Will winning the Riviera/ITA All American
Singles Championship. Joanna Mather reached the singles final of
the USTA-ITA National Indoor Championships, while Sofie Oyen and
Will played for the Riviera/ITA All American Doubles Championship
and Mather and Lauren Embree won the consolation doubles crown
at the Riviera/ITA All American Championships.

Gators Win Two Titles at Riviera/ITA All-American
Junior Allie Will captured the first collegiate singles grand slam
title of her career, winning the 2011 Riviera/ITA All-American Champi-
onships held at the Riviera Tennis Club in Pacific Palisades, Calif.

The title was the second of two earned by the Gators on Sun-
day, as junior Lauren Embree and senior Joanna Mather, the na-
tion’s 12th-ranked doubles team, began the day dominating Virginia’s
ninth-ranked Hardenbergh and Vierra, 8-0, to win the consolation
doubles championship.

Will, the No. 2 seed in the national singles event, earned a 7-6
(4), 1-6, 6-3 victory against Arizona State’s 11th-ranked Jacqueline
Cako and became the first Gator to capture a national singles cham-
pionship since Diana Srebrovic won the 2005 ITA National Indoor
Championship.

The 2010 ITA National Indoor Doubles Champion, Will is the
ninth Gator to win multiple collegiate grand slam titles and just the
third to claim crowns on the singles and doubles courts, joining

Jessica Lehnhoff (2001 NCAA Doubles Champion, 2001 Riviera All-
American Singles Champion and 2001 Riviera All-American Doubles)
and Nicole Arendt (1990 ROLEX Indoor Singles Champion, 1991
NCAA Doubles Champion and 1991 ROLEX Indoor Doubles Cham-

pion).

Florida vs. Stanford ... in the Regular Season?

Prior to the Feb. 12, 2012 matchup in Stanford, Calif., where
the Cardinal downed Florida 5-2, the last time the two powerhouse
programs scheduled a regular-season matchup was 19 years ago,
when Stanford traveled to Gainesville on March 24, 1993 and the
second-ranked Gators upended the then-top-ranked Cardinal, 5-1.

In fact, of the 28 prior meetings between the two schools the
planned meeting on February 12 was just the third time ever Florida
and Stanford played a regular-season, non-tournament match. The
first contest was on March 31, 1989, also in Gainesville, where the
top-ranked Cardinal prevailed 5-4 against the second-ranked Gators.

The last two NCAA Championship matches featured the Gators
against the Cardinal, with Stanford winning 4-3 in 2010 and Florida
earning the 4-3 decision in Palo Alto for the 2011 national champion-
ship.

Stanford will play Florida in Gainesville during the 2012-13 regu-
lar season.

ITA National Preseason Rankings
The Gators had a very strong showing in the ITA Preseason Na-
tional Singles & Doubles Rankings, with seven Gators ranked among
the top 85 singles players and four doubles teams earning the nod in
the top-30.

Not Funny ... Ok, Maybe a Little!

While the team was practicing in California for the ITA/Riviera
All-American Championships, actor and comedian Adam Sandler
was at the venue checking out the action before playing some tennis
himself. He stopped and watched the Gators hit for a while, chatting
with UF associate head coach Dave Balogh. Sophomore Olivia
Janowicz - a self-proclaimed ‘huge fan’ of Adam Sandler - was so
star-struck she lost 11 straight points playing against teammate
Joanna Mather, “not hitting the ball anywhere near the court,” said
Balogh.

Stephanie Nickitas Inducted into UF Athletics Hall of Fame
On April 6, Gator great Stephanie Nickitas was officially

inducted into the UF Athletics Hall of Fame. She is the 12th member
from the women’s tennis program to enter the prestigious HOF, join-
ing Judy Acker-Smith (inducted 1993), Nicole Arendt (inducted 2001),
Jillian Alexander (inducted 2002), Andy Brandi (inducted 2006), Dawn
Buth (inducted 2011), Jill Craybas (inducted 2008), Cissie Donigan
(inducted 2006), Andrea Farley (inducted 2004), Jill Hetherington
(inducted 1999), Lisa Raymond (inducted 2003) and Shaun Stafford
(inducted 1999).

In short, Nicktas was: the 1996 & 1997 NCAA doubles
champion...A six-time All-American...A four-time collegiate Grand
Slam champion ... A member of the 1996 & 1998 NCAA Champion-
ship Teams and four SEC Championship Teams...UF posted a 120-3
record during her career ... A two-time first-team Academic All-Ameri-
can ... Winner of NCAA Today’s Top VIII Award.

The Fall Season — Focus on Individual Tournaments

The first half of the college tennis season begins in mid-September
and continues through early November. Individual events and tour-
naments are scheduled during this time frame, as student-athletes
represent their university in selected singles and doubles contests.

Two of the three Grand Slam events also take place in the fall:

the Riviera/ITA All-American (Pacific Palisades, Calif.) and the ITA
National Indoor Championships held Nov. 3-6, 2011, at the USTA-
Billie Jean King National Tennis Center in Flushing, N.Y. (hosted by
Columbia University).

The Spring Season — Focus on Team/Dual Match Events
While a handful of individual tournaments are still contested, the

focus of the second half of the college tennis season, which begins
in January, turns to dual match play.

A dual match is an event between two schools that features three
doubles matches and six singles matches. The coaches from each
school submits a lineup with its top players squaring off against
each other at the No. 1 position, its next best player at the No. 2
position and so on through the No. 6 position. The same method
applies for doubles.

Each school earns one team point by winning at least two of the
three doubles matches and earns an additional point for every vic-
tory in singles. The winning school of the dual match captures the
best of SEVEN team points. A final score might read: UF def. UX
4-3.

To make dual matches more “fan friendly,” doubles matches are
scored as a pro set. The winner of a pro set is the first pair to
claim eight games, while leading by two games. A tiebreaker is
implemented if the games are even at 8-all. The only time the pro
set scoring is not utilized is during the three doubles Grand Slam
events.

Singles matches always implement the traditional scoring method,
with the winner claiming two of three sets for a victory. In a dual
match, if the team victor already has been determined and an
agreement was established between the both coaches, a singles
match entering a third set might use a ‘super-tie-breaker’ in place
of a third set to establish the individual winner. The two acceptable
methods of displaying that result: 1-6, 6-2, (10-8), or 1-6, 6-2, 1-0

USTA/ITA National Team Indoor Championships
The fourth annual ITA Men’s and Women'’s Kick-Off Weekend will

take place Jan. 27-30, 2012 at select campus host sites. This year’s
Kick-Off Weekend Draft took place June 3-4 as teams selected which
route they would take to get to the 2012 ITA National Team Indoor
Championships.

The ITA Kick-Off Weekend features 15 women’s host sites with four
teams at each site vying to advance to the Team Indoor Champion-
ships. The 15 women’s teams to win both of their matches will be
invited to play in the ITA National Team Indoor Championships held
Feb. 10-13, 2012, at the Boar’s Head Sports Club in Charlottesville,
Va. (hosted by the Univ. of Virginia).

The No. 1 team at each site will face the No. 4 team. The No. 2 team
will face the No. 3 team. Two matches are guaranteed - the winners/
losers will play the following day.

Collegiate Grand Slam Events

The Intercollegiate Tennis Association (ITA) sanctions the three legs
of the collegiate singles and doubles Grand Slam events as well as
the ITA National Team Indoor Championships and the NCAA Team
Championships. The tournament legs in order contested: Riviera/ITA
All-American; ITA National Indoor Championships; and NCAA Cham-
pionships. From 1986-2001 there were four national events, but the
ITA National Clay Court Championships is no longer played.

National Rankings

In Division |, the ITA National Rankings are determined by a com-
puterized system, using the ITA's average points-per-match formula.
They are released 17 times during the season (pre-season, fall, and
14 times on a weekly basis in the spring and year-end). The first
team ranking is revealed on January 3, 2012. The Division | top 75
teams, top 100 singles players and top 50 doubles teams receive an
ITA ranking. The ITA Rankings are also used in selection of all ITA
Grand Slam Championships as well as the USTA/ITA National Team
Indoor Championships.

Division | Regional rankings are released twice a year (end of fall
and year-end). The top 15 teams, top 30 singles players and top 15
doubles teams are ranked for men and women in each of the eight
ITA regions. In August of 2009, the ITA realigned each region and
made assignments for 12 new Regions. Florida is in the Southeast
Region.

The entire men’s and women’s team Championships begin-
ning with the round of 16, as well as the 64-player singles and
32-team doubles draws for men and women all were held at one
venue - Stanford University’s Taube Family Tennis Center, which
also hosted the 2011 event.

The University of Georgia’s Dan Magill Tennis Complex in
Athens, Ga., played host in 2007 and 2010, while the University
of Tulsa’s Michael D. Case Tennis Center entertained the 2008
combined event. The 2009 championship was held at the Texas
A&M Tennis Center in College Station, Texas.

Incredible Gator Streaks

On March 5, 2000, fifth-ranked Wake Forest upset
Florida 5-4 in Winston-Salem, N.C., snapping the
Gators’ regular-season dual match winning
streak at 114 consecutive victories.

Stanford ended Florida’s program-record overall
dual match winning streak at 62 matches, claim-
ing a 5-1 decision on May 18, 1997 in the final of
the NCAA Championship held in Palo Alto, Calif.

March 28, 2001 was a bitter cold and windy
evening at the Ring Tennis Complex, where No.
5 Florida lost 4-1 to No. 2 Duke, a defeat that
snapped the Gators’ 64-match regular-season
home winning streak.

Florida boasted a remarkable 108-0 all-time home
record against SEC opponents until April 7,
2002, when No. 2 Georgia handed the Gators a 4-3
setback.

The Gators had won 69 consecutive dual
matches against SEC opponents until No. 8 Ole
Miss upset Florida with a 5-4 decision on April 25,
1999 in the final of the SEC Tournament. The loss
also snapped an overall win streak of 53 straight
dual match victories.

Lisa Raymond ended her collegiate career on a
44-match singles win streak, capturing a pair of
NCAA titles.

The Gator doubles team of Whitney Laiho and Jes-
sica Lehnhoff won a program-record 29 consecu-
tive doubles matches during the 2000-01 season.
